2Th 2:3 Let no man deceive you by 
any means: for that day shall not 
come, except there come a falling 
away first, and that man of sin be 
revealed, the son of perdition; 
2Th 2:4 Who opposeth and exalteth 
himself above all that is called God, 
or that is worshipped; so that he as 
God sitteth in the temple of God, 
showing himself that he is God.

Da 9:27 And he shall confirm the 
covenant with many for one week: 
and in the midst of the week he 
shall cause the sacrifice and the 
oblation to cease, and for the 
overspreading of abominations he 
shall make it desolate, even until the 
consummation, and that determined 
shall be poured upon the desolate.

Rev 13:5 And there was given unto 
him a mouth speaking great things 
and blasphemies; and power was 
given unto him to continue forty and 
two months.

Mt 24:6 And ye shall hear of wars and rumours of wars: 
see that ye be not troubled: for all these things must 
come to pass, but the end is not yet. 
Mt 24:7 For nation shall rise against nation, and kingdom 
against kingdom: and there shall be famines, and 
pestilences, and earthquakes, in divers places.

Rev 6:2 And I saw, and behold a white horse: and he 
that sat on him had a bow; and a crown was given unto 
him: and he went forth conquering, and to conquer. 
Rev 6:3 And when he had opened the second seal, I 
heard the second beast say, Come and see. 
Rev 6:4 And there went out another horse that was 
red: and power was given to him that sat thereon to 
take peace from the earth, and that they should kill one 
another: and there was given unto him a great sword. 
Rev 6:5 And when he had opened the third seal, I 
heard the third beast say, Come and see. And I beheld, 
and lo a black horse; and he that sat on him had a pair 
of balances in his hand. 
Rev 6:6 And I heard a voice in the midst of the four 
beasts say, A measure of wheat for a penny, and three 
measures of barley for a penny; and see thou hurt not 
the oil and the wine. 
Rev 6:7 And when he had opened the fourth seal, I 
heard the voice of the fourth beast say, Come and see. 
Rev 6:8 And I looked, and behold a pale horse: and 
his name that sat on him was Death, and Hell followed 
with him. And power was given unto them over the 
fourth part of the earth, to kill with sword, and with 
hunger, and with death, and with the beasts of the 
earth. 
Rev 6:9 And when he had opened the fifth seal, I saw 
under the altar the souls of them that were slain for the 
word of God, and for the testimony which they held: 
Rev 6:10 And they cried with a loud voice, saying, How 
long, O Lord, holy and true, dost thou not judge and 
avenge our blood on them that dwell on the earth? 
Rev 6:11 And white robes were given unto every one 
of them; and it was said unto them, that they should 
rest yet for a little season, until their fellowservants also 
and their brethren, that should be killed as they were, 
should be fulfilled. 

Rev 6:12 And I beheld when he had opened the 
sixth seal, and, lo, there was a great earthquake; 
and the sun became black as sackcloth of hair, 
and the moon became as blood; 
Rev 6:13 And the stars of heaven fell unto the 
earth, even as a fig tree casteth her untimely figs, 
when she is shaken of a mighty wind. 
Rev 6:14 And the heaven departed as a scroll 
when it is rolled together; and every mountain 
and island were moved out of their places. 
Rev 6:15 And the kings of the earth, and the 
great men, and the rich men, and the chief 
captains, and the mighty men, and every 
bondman, and every free man, hid themselves in 
the dens and in the rocks of the mountains; 
Rev 6:16 And said to the mountains and rocks, 
Fall on us, and hide us from the face of him that 
sitteth on the throne, and from the wrath of the 
Lamb: 
Rev 6:17 For the great day of his wrath is come; 
and who shall be able to stand?

Mt 24:9 Then shall they deliver 
you up to be afflicted, and shall 
kill you: and ye shall be hated of 
all nations for my name’s sake.

Rev 7:9 After this I beheld, and, 
lo, a great multitude, which no 
man could number, of all nations, 
and kindreds, and people, and 
tongues, stood before the throne, 
and before the Lamb, clothed with 
white robes, and palms in their 
hands; 
Rev 7:10 And cried with a loud 
voice, saying, Salvation to our 
God which sitteth upon the throne, 
and unto the Lamb. 
Rev 7:11 And all the angels stood 
round about the throne, and about 
the elders and the four beasts, 
and fell before the throne on their 
faces, and worshipped God, 
Rev 7:12 Saying, Amen: Blessing, 
and glory, and wisdom, and 
thanksgiving, and honour, and 
power, and might, be unto our God 
for ever and ever. Amen.

Rev 13:7 And it was given 
unto him to make war with the 
saints, and to overcome them: 
and power was given him over 
all kindreds, and tongues, and 
nations.

Rev 12:7 And there was war in heaven: Michael and his angels fought against the 
dragon; and the dragon fought and his angels, 
Rev 12:8 And prevailed not; neither was their place found any more in heaven. 
Rev 12:9 And the great dragon was cast out, that old serpent, called the Devil, and 
Satan, which deceiveth the whole world: he was cast out into the earth, and his angels 
were cast out with him. 
 

2Th 2:7 For the mystery of iniquity doth already work: only he who now letteth will let, 
until he be taken out of the way. 
2Th 2:8 And then shall that Wicked be revealed, whom the Lord shall consume with the 
spirit of his mouth, and shall destroy with the brightness of his coming: 

Da 12:1 And at that time shall 
Michael stand up, the great prince 
which standeth for the children of 
thy people: and there shall be a 
time of trouble, such as never was 
since there was a nation even to 
that same time: and at that time 
thy people shall be delivered, 
every one that shall be found 
written in the book. 

Mt 24:21 For then shall be 
great tribulation, such as was 
not since the beginning of the 
world to this time, no, 
nor ever shall be. 

Da 10:12 Then said he unto me, Fear not, Daniel: for from the first day that 
thou didst set thine heart to understand, and to chasten thyself before thy 
God, thy words were heard, and I am come for thy words. 
Da 10:13 But the prince of the kingdom of Persia withstood me one and 
twenty days: but, lo, Michael, one of the chief princes, came to help me; and 
I remained there with the kings of Persia.  
 
Da 10:21 But I will show thee that which is noted in the scripture of truth: 
and there is none that holdeth with me in these things, but Michael your 
prince. 

Mt 24:15 When ye therefore shall see the abomination of desolation, spoken of by Daniel the prophet, stand in 
the holy place, (whoso readeth, let him understand:) 
Mt 24:16 Then let them which be in Judaea flee into the mountains: 

Da 9:27 And he shall confirm the covenant with many for one week: and in the midst of the week he shall cause the sacrifice and 
the oblation to cease, and for the overspreading of abominations he shall make it desolate, even until the consummation, and that 
determined shall be poured upon the desolate. 

Mt 24:22 And except those days should be shortened, there should no 
flesh be saved: but for the elect’s sake those days shall be shortened. 

Lk 21:25 And there shall be signs in the sun, and 
in the moon, and in the stars; and upon the earth 
distress of nations, with perplexity; the sea and 
the waves roaring; 
Lk 21:26 Men’s hearts failing them for fear, and 
for looking after those things which are coming 
on the earth: for the powers of heaven shall be 
shaken. 
Lk 21:27 And then shall they see the Son of man 
coming in a cloud with power and great glory. 
Lk 21:28 And when these things begin to come 
to pass, then look up, and lift up your heads; for 
your redemption draweth nigh. 
 

Rev 12:12 Therefore rejoice, 
ye heavens, and ye that 
dwell in them. Woe to the 
inhabiters of the earth and of 
the sea! for the devil is come 
down unto you, having great 
wrath, because he knoweth 
that he hath but a short time. 

1Th 5:6 Therefore 
let us not sleep, as 
do others; but let us 
watch and be sober. 

Lk 21:36 Watch ye therefore, and pray always, that ye may be 
accounted worthy to escape all these things that shall come to 
pass, and to stand before the Son of man. 

Tit 2:13 Looking for that blessed hope, and the glorious appearing 
of the great God and our Saviour Jesus Christ; 

Mal 4:5 Behold, I will send you Elijah the 
prophet before the coming of the great and 
dreadful day of the LORD: 
Mal 4:6 And he shall turn the heart of the 
fathers to the children, and the heart of the 
children to their fathers, lest I come and smite 
the earth with a curse. 

Rev 11:2 But the court which is without the 
temple leave out, and measure it not; for it 
is given unto the Gentiles: and the holy city 
shall they tread under foot forty and two 
months. 
Rev 11:3 And I will give power unto my 
two witnesses, and they shall prophesy a 
thousand two hundred and threescore days, 
clothed in sackcloth. 
Rev 11:4 These are the two olive trees, and 
the two candlesticks standing before the God 
of the earth. 
Rev 11:5 And if any man will hurt them, fire 
proceedeth out of their mouth, and devoureth 
their enemies: and if any man will hurt them, 
he must in this manner be killed. 
Rev 11:6 These have power to shut heaven, 
that it rain not in the days of their prophecy: 
and have power over waters to turn them to 
blood, and to smite the earth with all plagues, 
as often as they will. 
Rev 11:7 And when they shall have finished 
their testimony, the beast that ascendeth out 
of the bottomless pit shall make war against 
them, and shall overcome them, and kill 
them. 
Rev 11:8 And their dead bodies shall lie in 
the street of the great city, which spiritually is 
called Sodom and Egypt, where also our Lord 
was crucified. 
Rev 11:9 And they of the people and kindreds 
and tongues and nations shall see their dead 
bodies three days and an half, and shall not 
suffer their dead bodies to be put in graves.  

Rev 12:17 And the dragon was wroth with the woman, and 
went to make war with the remnant of her seed, which keep 
the commandments of God, and have the testimony of 
Jesus Christ. 

Rev 7:1 And after these 
things I saw four angels 
standing on the four 
corners of the earth, 
holding the four winds of 
the earth, that the wind 
should not blow on the 
earth, nor on the sea, nor 
on any tree. 
Rev 7:2 And I saw another 
angel ascending from 
the east, having the seal 
of the living God: and he 
cried with a loud voice to 
the four angels, to whom it 
was given to hurt the earth 
and the sea, 
Rev 7:3 Saying, Hurt not 
the earth, neither the sea, 
nor the trees, till we have 
sealed the servants of our 
God in their foreheads. 
Rev 7:4 And I heard the 
number of them which 
were sealed: and there 
were sealed an hundred 
and forty and four 
thousand of all the tribes 
of the children of Israel. 

Joel 2:28 And it shall come to pass afterward, that I 
will pour out my spirit upon all flesh; and your sons 
and your daughters shall prophesy, your old men 
shall dream dreams, your young men shall see 
visions: 
Joel 2:29 And also upon the servants and upon the 
handmaids in those days will I pour out my spirit. 
Joel 2:30 And I will show wonders in the heavens 
and in the earth, blood, and fire, and pillars of 
smoke. 
Joel 2:31 The sun shall be turned into darkness, 
and the moon into blood, before the great and the 
terrible day of the LORD come. 

Isa 2:19 And they shall go into the holes of the 
rocks, and into the caves of the earth, for fear of 
the LORD, and for the glory of his majesty, when 
he ariseth to shake terribly the earth. 

Isa 57:1 The righteous perisheth, and no man layeth 
it to heart: and merciful men are taken away, none 
considering that the righteous is taken away from 
the evil to come.

Rev 14:1 And I looked, 
and, lo, a Lamb stood on 
the mount Zion, and with 
him an hundred forty and 
four thousand, having his 
Father’s name written in 
their foreheads. 

1Th 4:13 But I would not have you to be 
ignorant, brethren, concerning them which 
are asleep, that ye sorrow not, even as others 
which have no hope. 
1Th 4:14 For if we believe that Jesus died and 
rose again, even so them also which sleep in 
Jesus will God bring with him. 
1Th 4:15 For this we say unto you by the 
word of the Lord, that we which are alive and 
remain unto the coming of the Lord shall not 
prevent them which are asleep. 
1Th 4:16 For the Lord himself shall descend 
from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the 
archangel, and with the trump of God: and the 
dead in Christ shall rise first: 
1Th 4:17 Then we which are alive and remain 
shall be caught up together with them in the 
clouds, to meet the Lord in the air: and so 
shall we ever be with the Lord. 
1Th 4:18 Wherefore comfort one another with 
these words. 

1Th 5:1 But of the times and the seasons, 
brethren, ye have no need that I write unto 
you. 
1Th 5:2 For yourselves know perfectly that 
the day of the Lord so cometh as a thief in 
the night. 

Rev 8:1 And when he had 
opened the seventh seal, 
there was silence in heaven 
about the space of half an 
hour. 
Rev 8:2 And I saw the seven 
angels which stood before 
God; and to them were given 
seven trumpets.

Mt 24:29 Immediately after the tribulation of 
those days shall the sun be darkened, and 
the moon shall not give her light, and the 
stars shall fall from heaven, and the powers 
of the heavens shall be shaken: 
Mt 24:30 And then shall appear the sign of 
the Son of man in heaven: and then shall all 
the tribes of the earth mourn, and they shall 
see the Son of man coming in the clouds of 
heaven with power and great glory. 
Mt 24:31 And he shall send his angels with 
a great sound of a trumpet, and they shall 
gather together his elect from the four winds, 
from one end of heaven to the other. 

Lk 17:30 Even thus shall it be in the day when 
the Son of man is revealed. 
Lk 17:31 In that day, he which shall be upon 
the housetop, and his stuff in the house, let him 
not come down to take it away: and he that is in 
the field, let him likewise not return back. 
Lk 17:32 Remember Lot’s wife. 
Lk 17:33 Whosoever shall seek to save his life 
shall lose it; and whosoever shall lose his life 
shall preserve it. 
Lk 17:34 I tell you, in that night there shall be 
two men in one bed; the one shall be taken, 
and the other shall be left. 
Lk 17:35 Two women shall be grinding 
together; the one shall be taken, and the other 
left. 
Lk 17:36 Two men shall be in the field; the one 
shall be taken, and the other left. 
Lk 17:37 And they answered and said unto 
him, Where, Lord? And he said unto them, 
Wheresoever the body is, thither will the eagles 
be gathered together. 

Rev 19:11 And I saw 
heaven opened, and 
behold a white horse; and 
he that sat upon him was 
called Faithful and True, 
and in righteousness he 
doth judge and make war. 
Rev 19:12 His eyes were 
as a flame of fire, and 
on his head were many 
crowns; and he had a 
name written, that no man 
knew, but he himself. 
Rev 19:13 And he was 
clothed with a vesture 
dipped in blood: and his 
name is called The Word 
of God. 
Rev 19:14 And the armies 
which were in heaven 
followed him upon white 
horses, clothed in fine 
linen, white and clean. 
Rev 19:15 And out of 
his mouth goeth a sharp 
sword, that with it he 
should smite the nations: 
and he shall rule them 
with a rod of iron: and he 
treadeth the winepress of 
the fierceness and wrath of 
Almighty God. 
Rev 19:16 And he hath 
on his vesture and on his 
thigh a name written, KING 
OF KINGS, AND LORD OF 
LORDS.

15:52 In a moment, in the twinkling of 
an eye, at the last trump: for the trumpet shall 
sound, and the dead shall be raised incorruptible, 
and we shall be changed.

21 And I saw a new heaven 
and a new earth: for the first 
heaven and the first earth 
were passed away; and 
there was no more sea.

8 But the fearful, and 
unbelieving, and the 
abominable, and murderers, 
and whoremongers, and 
sorcerers, and idolaters, 
and all liars, shall have 
their part in the lake which 
burneth with fire and 
brimstone: which is the 
second death.

9 And there came unto me 
one of the seven angels 
which had the seven 
vials full of the seven last 
plagues, and talked with 
me, saying, Come hither, I 
will shew thee the bride, the 
Lamb’s wife.

10 And he carried me away 
in the spirit to a great and 
high mountain, and shewed 
me that great city, the holy
